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Handling Precautions

Dynamic microphone/Dynamic receiver

Please note the following points when handling our dynamic microphones/receivers.

1. Transportation and Storage

Avoid transporting or storing the product in places exposed to direct sunlight, areas with significant
vibration or shock, areas where liquids may spill, areas where corrosive gases are generated, areas with
excessive dust, or areas with a high concentration of magnetic dust. The following conditions are
recommended for transporting and storing the product.

- Temperature/Humidity : 0°C ~ +40°C / Less than 70%

- Condensation : Transportation and storage in an environment where condensation does not occur.

- Stacking of products : Avoid stacking multiple layers to prevent impact from falling or collapsing.

- Shelf life : 3 months (If more than 3 months have passed, please check the solder's wettability before use.)

This may cause frame
deformation or changes in sensitivity.

* When soldering, avoid excessive heating of the terminal area.
